Federal Funding of the Settlement Workers in Schools and Lan-
guage Instruction for Newcomers to Canada Programs:

BE IT RESOLVED:

That the BCSTA urge the B.C. Ministry of Education and the Cana-
dian School Boards Association (CSBA) to request the federal gov-
ernment provide increased, predictable and stable funding to enable
boards of education to provide essential support services for immi-
grant families settling in communities.

RATIONALE:

This motion is needed because budgets in the areas of Settlement
Workers in Schools (SWIS) and Language Instruction for Newcom-
ers to Canada (LINC) continue to decrease despite the rising num-
ber of immigrants and despite the record influx of Syrian Refugees.

We have a responsibility to properly settle immigrant families in our
communities. This has a direct impact on student learning both in
the K-12 sector and adult language learning. Inadequate settlement
services negatively impact parents and families who are dealing



with multiple barriers in finding employment and housing, manag-
ing health issues including trauma, learning a new language and
trying to adapt to a new country.

Multiple year reductions in budgets and uncertainty in funding time-
lines in the areas of SWIS and LINC programs force school districts
to cut essential positions and programs that are vital to the success-
ful settlement of students and families in schools and the community.
